Chapter By-Laws

NAME OF CHAPTER: This Chapter, under charter from DeMOLAY INTERNATIONAL, shall be known as Colorado Springs Chapter and shall be governed first by the By-Laws and Rules and Regulations of the DEMOLAY INTERNATIONAL, second by the By-Laws of the Colorado State Chapter of Order of DeMolay, third by these following By-Laws, and lastly by Robert’s Rules of Order.

ARTICLE I: MEETINGS

Section 1. The stated meetings of the chapter shall be held at the Colorado Springs Masonic Center, 1150 Panorama Drive, Colorado Springs, CO 80904 on the second (2nd) and fourth (4th) Thursdays of each month at 7:00 p.m..

Section 2. Special Meetings of the chapter may be called by the Master Councilor, with the approval of the Advisory Council, but no business may be transacted other than the conferring of degrees, unless specified in a notice mailed to each member at least five (5) days before the meeting.

Section 3. Eight members are a quorum for the transaction of Business.

ARTICLE II: TERM OF OFFICE

Section 1. The Master Councilor, Senior Councilor, and Junior Councilor, shall be elected every six (6) months on the first stated meeting of January and July. Their Term of Office shall be six (6) months.

Section 2. The Treasurer, approved by the Advisory Council, shall be elected at the first stated meeting in January and shall serve a term of one (1) year.

Section 3. The Scribe is appointed by the Advisory Council and serves, at the pleasure of the Advisory Council, until his successor is appointed and installed.

Section 4. The remaining officers are appointed by the Master Councilor and occupy their stations at his pleasure.

Section 5. Officers shall be installed at the same meeting at which they are elected or within forty-five (45) days thereafter as determined by the chapter.

ARTICLE III: FEES

Section 1. Life membership, including initiation in Colorado Springs Chapter shall be $50.00. From this fee the chapter will pay required DeMolay International and State membership fees. Any remainder of money shall be set aside to provide a portion of the necessary supplies for chapter membership.

Section 2. The fee for affiliation shall be $10.00

ARTICLE IV: ELIGIBILITY FOR OFFICES

Section 1. Master Councilor, to be eligible for the office of Master Councilor will require that the candidate:

A. Have submitted the final form of the Representative DeMolay Award, and have completed the Leadership Correspondence Course.

B. Shall have served as Senior or Junior Councilor for at least one term in this chapter.

C. Be proficient in the Ritualistic work of the Master Councilor.

D. Submit a term calendar and budget to the Advisory Council at least one (1) stated meeting prior to Installation.

E. Submit a letter of intention to the chapter to be read one (1) meeting prior to elections.

F. Submit a letter of intention to the Advisory Council at least one (1) board meeting prior to submitting the letter of intention to the chapter.

Section 2. Senior Councilor, to be eligible for the office of Senior Councilor will require that the candidate:

A. Must be an active, voting member in good standing for at least twelve (12) months.

B. Have submitted the preliminary form of the Representative DeMolay Award, and to have completed the Leadership Correspondence Course.

C. Be proficient in the ritualistic work of the Senior Councilor.

D. Submit a letter of intention to the chapter, to be read one (1) meeting prior to elections.

E. Submit a letter of intention to the Advisory Council at least one (1) board meeting prior to submitting the letter of intention to the chapter.

Section 3. Junior Councilor, to be eleigible for the office of Junior Councilor will require that the candidate:

A. Must be an active, voting member in good standing for at least six (6) months.

B. Have completed the Leadership Correspondence Course.

C. Be proficient in the ritualistic work of Junior Councilor.

D. Submit a letter of intention to the chapter, to be read one (1) meeting prior to elections.

E. Submit a letter of intention to the Advisory Council at least one (1) boar meeting prior to submitting the letter of intention to the chapter. 

Section 4. Scribe or Treasurer, to be eligible for the office of Scribe or Treasurer will require that the candidate:

A. Must be an active, voting member in good standing for at least six (6) months.

B. Have completed one section of the Leadership Correspondence Course.

Section 5. Appointed Officers, to be eligible for an Appointed Office will require that the member:

A. Must be an active, voting member in good standing for at least one (1) month.

B. Be proficient in the ritualistic work of their appointed office prior to the Installation.

ARTICLE VI: DRESS CODE

The Colorado Springs Chapter DeMolay dress code will be strictly observed at all Chapter, Region, and State Functions, as prescribed by the presiding officer in each.

Section 1. Formal Dress

A. Tuxedo; suit and tie; sports coat, slacks and tie; dress shoes and dark socks; DeMolay Honors and Awards.

B. To be worn at events such as: Installations, Formal Dances, Masonic Programs, Chapter Meetings, Conclaves, ets.. Note: may include a bolo tie in place of a straight tie or bow tie at chapter meetings.

Section 2. Casual Attire – Slacks

A. Dress slacks or dress pants; dress shirt with or without sweater and tie; dress shoes and socks.

B. To be worn at events such as: Chapter events, dinners, informal dances, etc.

Section 3. Casual Attire – Jeans

A. Jeans, cords, or twill pants; collared shirts or pull over polo-type shirts; dress shoes or tennis shoes.

B. To be worn at events such as: traveling, sporting events, informal dances, fundraising events, etc..

Section 4. Sporting Attire

A. Jeans, shorts, pull over shirts and tee-shirts, sweats, swim suits, tennis shoes, sandals, etc..

B. To be worn at events such as: picnics, summer social events, sports, car washes, etc..

It is important to understand that some events fall into more than one category, whenever in doubt as to the correct dress for an event, ask the Master Councilor or Dad Advisor. Wear what would be in good taste for the program being presented and use common sense. 

ARTICLE VII: COMMITTEES

Section 1. The Master Councilor shall appoint all standing committees required to operate and maintain a good standing chapter. These committees shall consist of a DeMolay Chairman, an Advisor, the Master Councilor by virtue of his office, and at least one (1) other DeMolay. During the stated meeting, it shall be the duty of the committee chairman to report on the current activities of the committee.

ARTICLE VIII: CHAPTER SWEETHEART

Section 1. The chapter Sweetheart can be elected in accordance with the State Chapter By-Laws and the State Sweetheart Manual.

ARTICLE IX: METHOD OF AMENDMENT

Section 1. Amendments to these By-Laws shall be presented at a regularly stated meeting in writing. The proposed amendment(s) shall be read for the first time at the stated meeting at which they are received; the proposed amendment(s) shall then set until they are read for a second time and voted upon at a regularly stated meeting not less than thirty (30) days after the first reading. Passage shall require a 2/3 majority of the voting members present. The new amendment(s) shall become effective the first meeting following the vote of approval by the members, the Advisory Council, and the Executive Officer of the Jurisdiction of Colorado. 

SECTION X: DEFINITIONS

Section 1. Active Member: A DeMolay who attends at least 50% of Colorado Springs Chapter meetings.

Section 2. Voting Member: A DeMolay who has passed both proficiencies.

Section 3. Life Member: One time membership fee, no annual dues.

Section 4. Member in Good Standing: A member of this chapter sho has paid his life membership fees, and is an active member in chapter functions.
